


2012 General Election Reminder

Greetings, In The Majestic Name Of Our Lord And Savior Jesus Christ! 
By now, many of you have already registered for the upcoming 2012 General Quadrennial Convocation. This is to remind you that the election will be held at the headquarters site in Greensboro, NC on May 10, 2012.  Polls are scheduled to open at 
7:00 a.m. and to close at 8:00 p.m.  If you registered before the January 31st 2012 deadline, you will be eligible to vote on site.  
The General Procedures Committee has established an alternate voting option for the upcoming election.  If a registered voter cannot attend the General Quadrennial Convocation, he/she can complete an Absentee Ballot Request Form.  The Absentee Ballot Request Form is to be completed and mailed by February 15, 2012 to the General Election Committee at P.O. Box 10278; Goldsboro, NC 27532.   In addition to the form, please submit a self-addressed stamp envelope.  If the General Election Committee approves your request, an Absentee Ballot will be mailed to you. If your request for an Absentee ballot is not approved, a letter will be mailed to you stating the reason(s) for the denial.
Absentee Ballot Request Forms can be obtained from the District President’s office, your District Elder, or the Pastor at your local church. You can also obtain one by visiting the United Holy Church of America’s website at www.uhcoa.org. The General Election Committee’s Procedure Report regarding the 2012 General Election is also posted on the website.  

You will have an opportunity to meet and hear the platform of those candidates running in an opposed office during the “Meet the Candidates’ Forum”, scheduled for Monday, May 7, 2012.  In addition, the Nominating Committee has asked the candidates to provide brief biographies and the reasons why they are running for their respective office.  The information that is being collected will be published in an upcoming edition of the Holiness Union. We are strongly encouraging each of you to cast your vote based upon the qualifications of the candidates, not popularity.
